Maundy Thursday is one of the most holy days of the Christian year. It is 
when we remember Christ’s promise to us, it is the moment when Jesus 
gave us the Eucharist as our main act of worship and it is the service 
when he washed the feet of his disciples and set us the example of how 
to live as Christians.  Good Friday means nothing without the experience 
of Maundy Thursday.
